• Direct Mount Compressor: 6512185 is a Calsonic CWV618 style replacement 

compressor that is mounted directly to the side of the engine. The original 

mounts and bolts will need to be reused when replacing the compressor. 

Take note of the original location of each bolt to be replaced as they vary in 

size. Incorrect replacements could damage the engine and/or compressor 

function.

The front ear mounts connect to 

the front of the engine, while the rear direct mounts are bolted to the side of 

the engine. Unlike, 6512185, this compressor has built in mounts rather than 

mounting adaptors.
